Methods and Activities

Classroom lessons will be mainly lecture and discussion based. Students will be given reading assignments and will
be asked to reflect on their understandings. At the start of every lesson, students will be requested to give a brief
highlight of what they have learned in the previous lesson. They will be given different stimulus materials (handouts),
divided into jigsaw groups, asked to present their reading part, raise questions during group presentations and conduct
peer assessment. At the end of each unit, they will be requested to write a brief reflection of what they have learned
in the unit. In this way continuous assessment of their understanding will be held.
