Constants are PHP container that remain constant and
never change

Constants are used for data that is unchanged at multiple
place within our program.

Variables are temporary storage while Constants are
permanent.

Constants for values that remain fixed and referenced
ultiple times.

Rules for defining constant

Constants are defined using PHP’s define( ) function, which
accepts two arguments: The name of the constant, and its
value.

Constant name must follow the same rules as variable
names, with one exception the “ " prefix is not required for
constant names.
